In 1997, the top 4 generic companies represented just 35% of the total, whereas today the top 4 have grown to 55% of the total
You can see how Teva has grown our share of generics from 8% to 21%.  This is a combination of acquisition (example:  Ivax held 7% in 1997) and organic growth.
(Apothecon was acquired by Sandoz)
